PARKING AT MTS FACILITIES 
 
PURPOSE: 
 

To establish criteria for parking rules and/or permits at MTS transit stations and other 
facilities open to the public. 

 
BACKGROUND: 
 

MTS Ordinance No. 3, governing parking lot usage, authorizes private use of and 
extended parking at MTS facilties in accordance with rules and regulations adopted by 
the MTS Board of Directors.  This Policy sets forth such rules and regulations for 
parking. 

 
POLICY: 
 

23.1 The Chief Executive Officer may establish permissible parking hours at each 
MTS-owned or controlled parking facility, based on safety, security and 
operational considerations. 

 
23.2 Based on parking demand and supply, and in an effort to preserve parking for 

MTS patrons and encourage transit use, the Chief Executive Officer may 
designate certain parking lots as restricted to MTS transit patrons and/or charge 
a fee for use. 

 
23.3 The Chief Executive Officer may designate certain parking spaces for special 

uses or programs (e.g., electric car charging stations). 
 

23.4  The Chief Executive Officer may establish a permit process to allow overnight 
parking at designated MTS parking facilities.   

 
23.5 All such revenue generated from parking fees, if any, shall be used by MTS to 

support transit operations and facility maintenance. 
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
